The Town of Wrentham is seeking a qualified Water Technician in the Water Division of the Wrentham 

Department of Public Works to perform skilled work in the installation, operation and repair of the Town’s 

water distribution system, and treatment and maintenance of water supply.  

 

Duties include but are not limited to: Installation, operation and repair of the Town’s water distribution D-2 

system and Treatment T-1 facilities. Operates pumps, motors, and related equipment at pumping stations and 

chlorination facilities. Installs and maintains water mains, hydrants, valves, pipes and meters. Reads, installs, 

repairs and tests water meters. Operates a variety of motor equipment, as licensed, used in the repair, 

maintenance and operation of the water facilities and performs light maintenance and servicing of equipment. 

Maintains pumping station buildings and grounds, plows snow, clears hydrants and thaws pipes and lines. 

Participates in all snow and ice activities. Will be required to be on-call after hours, weekends and holidays on a 

rotating schedule. Expected to be available to participate in emergency overtime situations.  All other duties as 

required.  

 

Qualifications and Experience:  High School Diploma and one to three years of job related experience. D1 

License required, or ability to obtain within 6 months, with D2 and T1 preferred.  Class B Commercial Driver’s 

License with all applicable endorsements and a 2B Hoisting License, or the ability to attain within 6 months of 

hire. Ability to successfully pass Town of Wrentham background check and pre-employment physical and drug 

screen.
